Te Deum

The Te Deum (meaning “To thee, O God") is a traditional hymn dating back to the 4th
century. While its authorship is uncertain, many attribute the hymn to Augustine or Ambrose.
The text of the hymn, originally written in Latin, follows a similar order to the Apostles’ Creed,
praising God as Creator, Redeemer, and Sanctifier, and asking God'’s blessing on all who trust
in God. The Te Deum is often associated with the service of Morning Praise, but it is included
today as part of our communion liturgy in place of the traditional preface because it echoes
the themes of praise and thanksgiving. As we come to the Communion Table, we give thanks
to God from whom all blessings flow.
